Lafayette Gardens, Jersey City's oldest and langeislic housing development, is
located on an 11 acre site immediately adjacettigalowntown area. In contrast to
the thriving downtown, its buildings and grounds aeverely distressed. Most of i{s
residents are very low income.

In 2001, the Jersey City Housing Authority succaibstipplied for $34.1 million in HOPE VI funding trevitalize Lafayette
Gardens. The revitalization plan called for the dition and clearance of the existing 492-unit depeent and the creation of
new mixed-income communities both on site and uesd neighborhood areas.

The Lafayette Senior Living Center

A 4-story apartment building, the Senior Center thesn especially designed for
elderly and frail elderly residents. In addition8® rental apartments, the Senior
Center features 6,500 square feet of communitgespeeluding medical offices, a
game room and beauty salon.

Approximately 332 low and mid-rise rental apartnsentl be built on site as well as 160 units depeld off site. The Senior
Living Center (83 units), Pacific Court Townhom&8 (nits), and Woodward Terrace (70 units) are detmpConstruction
completion for Barbara Place (67 units) is schetlfde December, 2008; and Ocean Pointe East & Wesbjected to start
construction in the Summer of 2008.
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
