HOPE VI Community – Meridian, Mississippi 

Carousel Place and J.T. Davis Courts 

In 2003, the Housing Authority of the City of Meridian, in partnership with the Michaels 
Development Company, banded together to successfully apply for a $17 million HOPE VI 
Revitalization Grant. As a result, two severely distressed public housing projects have been 
demolished and two, new, mixed-income communities have been developed in their place. 

 

J. T. Davis Courts 

The 72 unit J. T. Davis Courts is open and fully occupied. 
Its design is neighborhood-friendly. “Super blocks” have 
been eliminated; interior streets connect to the city street 
grid. The predominant residential structure is a two story 
“twin”.  

The 130 unit rental component of Carousel Place is well on its way towards completion. In 
addition to family units, Carousel Place features 22 twin set aside for senior citizens and a 
community center with space for resident activities and supportive services. 

Up and coming are the Estates at Carousel Place, 20 single family homes with sales prices 
affordable to lower income families. HOPE VI funds will cover the gap between actual 
development costs and the prices that families can afford.
